UJA Drive Has 
Priority by Agreement 

NEW YORK - Ten organiza ­
tions have been granted authority 
to conduct campaigns in behalf of 
Israel during 1950, it was an­
nounced this week by the Com­
mittee on Control and Authoriza­
tion of Campaigns of the Jewish 
Agency. with headquarters in 
Jerusalem and New York. 

The comm ittee. headed in this 
country by Dr. Nahum Goldmann, 
chairman of the American Sec .. 
tion of the Jewish Agency, 16 
East 66th St .. was set up a t the 
request of the Government of 
Israel to assure priority of the 
United Jewish Appeal as the 
major source of funds for the 
absorption and colonization pro­
gram in Israel and to reduce dup­
lication in the fund-ra ising neld. 

I ts work has received the en­
dorsement of the Council of Jew­
ish Federations and \Ve 1 fare 
Funds, representing· the over­
whelming majori ty of J ewish 
communities in t his country.

I Group Will Screen 
I Education Data 

More than 60 prominen t mem­
bers of the local Jewish commun­
ity have accepted appointment to 
a broad advisory committee that 
will screen data currently being 
compiled for the survey of Jewish 
education sponsored by the Gen­
eral J ewish Comn1it tee of P rovi­
dence . 

Purpose of the survey-which is 
being conducted with the coopera ­
tion of the America n Association 
for J ewish Education-is "to ob ­
tain factu a l data and to appraise 
ways and means of strengthening 
and promotin g the whole m atter 
of Jewish education for the child­
ren of our community," declared 
Joseph W. Ress. chairman of the 
GJC's planning committee which 
made preliminary plans for the 
intensive audit now underway. 

The community-wide advisory 
committee, to be known as th e 
Community Survey Committee, 
will confer from time to time with 
Dr. Uriah Z. Engleman. noted au­
thority on Jewish education and 
director of research for the AAJE. 
who has been working on the 
survey for the past several weeks. 

Sub-committees. composed of 
members of th e advisory commit­
tee. will be appointed later to 
consider ~pecific aspects of the 
overall problem under the direc­
tion of Dr. Engleman. 

The sub -committees will in ­
clude: l ) child population in 
schools. fact findin g: 2J fin a n cing 
and personnel : 3) program and 
objectives: 4 ) community respon ­
sibil ity and public relations. 

H arold Edelston. recently ap­
pointed research assistant to Dr. 
Engleman. has been active during 
the month obtaining objective 
data from rabbis. sch ool princi­
pals. teachers and laymen school 
board officials. His findin g will be 
summarized and rev iewed by the 
b o a r ct advisory committee in 
drafting the final report. 

During the week. Dr. Engleman 
a lso held a number of confer­
ences with local education offi­
cials on the question of fur thering 
J ewish educa tion facilities in th e 
greath er Providence area. 

It is hoped that. within the 
next month . appropriate recom­
mendations can be made to the 
GJC's board of directors. It was 
this group that set the wheels in 
motion for the audit. t h e first in­
tensive survey of its kind ever 
conducted on the local level.
