93 Years Old 

When my husband died eight 
years ago, leaving me a childless 
widow. I thought the world had 
come to an end. For 60 years we 
had led a very happy life. Arriv­
ing in Providence in 1894, we had 
found only about fifty Jewish 
families in town and the East 
Side was not built up at all. My 
husband and I used to take long 
walks up to what is now Black­
stone Boulevard, which was then 
wooded wasteland. 

We owned and operated a croc­
kery store on North Main Street 
in the section now known as Con­
stitution Hill. We dealt in china­
ware, kitchen utensils, antiques, 
silverware, and household goods. 
Business was particularly brisk 
around Pesach. Jewish people 
from all over the city used to come 
to my store and we established a 
good reputation. 

As my husband grew older a nd 
failed in health, we were forced 
to give up our business and we 
took a small tenement on P ratt 
Street, where we lived until he 
died in 1944. After his death I 
felt very lonesome and was afraid 
to live alone. Besides, my hearing 
was bad and I couldn't hear when 
people knocked at my door. 

Reluctantly. I applied for ad­
mission to the Home for the Aged 
in December of 1944 and in March 
1945, about eight years ago, I en­
tered the Home. I arrived just in 
time for the first Seder and when 
I saw how everything was so 
beautifully arranged and con­
ducted, I felt like being in seventh 
heaven, and from that time on I 
have spent many happy hours in 
the Home. It seems to me as if I 
acquired a new lease on life. 

The people in the Home have 
been so wonderful to me, every ­
body, including the nurses and the 
doctors. particularly Mr. and Mrs. 
Alexander. They saw to it. when 
I was sick. that I got medical at­
tention and twice I was admitted 
to the Rhode Island Hospital. 
where I underwent two serious 
operations. I never thought that 
I would come out a.live but thanks 
to the wonderful care whtch I r e­
ceived and the skill of Dr. Eske 
Windsberg and Dr. Wilfred Car­
ney, I came through wiU1 flying 
colors. I am sttll getting some 
treatments at the hospital. (About 
n year ago the Hom~ provided me 
with a new· h eil ring aid and I can 
now listen to the radio and con­
verse with people like any other 
person with normal hearing. 

The Home and the grounds a.re 
so beautiful and I am so happy 
here that I hate to leave all this. 
l\tld I am praying to God that he 
grant me a few more years. I am 
grateful to all the women and 
men who take an interest in the 
Home and who now are working to 
enlarge the Home to make it pas­
sible for people like me to "gain

Congressional Immunity 
For many years members of both Houses have been de­

manding the heads of government bureaucrats allegedly guilty 
of incompeten ce, confusion or stupidity. Now Rep. Roose­
velt (D-Lib.) has revived the thought that Congress ought to 
apply some critical standards to its own members. · 

He has specifically asked the H ouse to fire Rep. Velde 
(R-111.) from his post as chairman of the House Un-American 
Activities committee in the light of two brea th-taking boners 
staged . in record time.

These two quick catas trophes ought to indicate that Velde 
is an acute victim of that ancient Potomac ailment known as 
foot-in-mouth disease. But the chances are that Roosevelt's 
resolution will be swi ftly interred, possibly in a pigeonhole 
near the one where the Senate buried its own devastating 
report on J oe McCarthy's finances. Rep. Roosevelt will prob­
ably be accused of violating the club rules by even mention­
ing Velde's vagaries in a public place.

Each will be glass-enclosed 
to provide residents and their 
guests with a maximum of sun­
shine and light. and adequate 
space for comfort and relaxation. 

The need for additional In-
.. flrmary facilities was also met 

by the committee. Two floors of 
the new wing are designed so 
that they can be used either for 
the sick or well. In addition, 
there will be two separate three­
bed infirmary rooms. 
A main entrance and elevator 

are among other. features of the 
propased addition. And the new 
dining room it will contain will 
permit the present one to be con­
verted into an occupational thera­
phy center - a facility bad I y 
needed now.

Such a teacher, master, and 
inspiration to hundreds of thou­
sands of Jews the world over, and 
to many in our own city, was 
Hayim Greenberg, who died in 
New York last Saturday. 

The day the news of his death 
was printed in large black type on 
the front pages of the Yiddish and 
Hebrew newspapers was a day of 
sadrless and mourning to all who 
knew Hayim Greenberg through 
his spoken and printed words in 
Yiddish, Hebrew. and in English. 
One Yiddish daily wrote in the 
leading editorial of that day: 

"Hayim Greenberg, one of the 
most influential, most creative. 
and finest Jewish personality of 
our generation is no longer with 
us." 

The news of the passing of 
Hayim Greenberg took us back, 
my wife and myself, to the days 
when we-teen-agers in a little 
town on the Ukraine--came under 
the spell of this great personality. 

From Kiev, the capitol city and 
the cultural cllhter of the Ukraine, 
came tidings of a new name, a 
new idea, a new word. The new 
nl'me was that of Haylm Green­
berg, a . young man , who lectures 
on Philosophy and Greek litera­
ture at the Kiev Academy. Unlike 
so many Jewish Intellectuals of 
his day Haylm Greenberg did not 
turn his back to his people. but 
was enriching Jewish thinking. 

The new word was Zelre Zion, 
Youth of Zion. a party which 
Haylm Greenberg was forming 
and whose Ideas he was formulat­
ing. Youth. high school students, 
college men and women, in parti­
cular-they flocked to him and to 
this party. 

One or them. a student In the 
blue uniform and the shining 
golden Insignia of the Academy. 
brought the new name and the 
new word to us, and won the 
hearts of all who were young and 
thirsty for new Ideas. 

And the New Ide1t? It was new 
then. •tartllngly new, and It had 
the magic or spring for us. A,, we 
understood It then. Haylm Green-

wars came. Revolutions came 
Lives were lost. Lives were up­
rooted. After wanderings in many 
lands, Hayim Greenberg came to 
America in 1924. Since then, un­
til the last day of his life, he con­
tinued to speak, to write, and to 
spread these two essential ideas: 
the Political, and the spiritual re­
birth of a people. 

But of his many-sided activities 
tn America. as leader of Labor 
Zionism. as editor . of Journals, as 
lecturer, and as advisor to the 
government of Israel, ma n y 
volumes will be written. Much 
will also be written of his pure 
spirit, of his ethical life, of the 
high standards of conduct he set 
for himself. · 

I think that the measure of the 
man Haylm Greenberg Is well in­
dicated In his will. which he wrote 
shortly before his death. In It he 
asks in part: 

"I hope that there will be no 
speeches at my funeral. Just a 
simple religious ceremony is suf • 
flcient. Let them read or chant 
one or two Psalms (Psalms 23, 
32, 103)' and a chapter from the 
Book of ,Job (Chapter 28). 

"There must be .some men and 
women whom I caused sorrow. of 
them I beg forgiveness. I did not 
do It on purpose. If I sinned 
against people It was not beCause 
of love for evil, but because of 
human weakness." 

Thus closes an era. A name that 
appeared on the horizons of J ew­
ish youth In Russia and the 
Ukraine like a shining star. has 
drifted Into eternity. An Idea that 
came to us some thirty-live years 
ago like a breath of Springtime 
has ripened and brought forth 
fruit. and is now become history 

To those of us who came under 
his spell when we were young and 
eager and aspiring, the name of 
Haylm Greenberg will always 
remain a legend, a magic word 
from far-away lands. . . .
